When these conditions are met while Heat mode
is on, the air conditioner runs the Defrost function for 5 to 12 minutes
to remove frost from the outdoor heat exchanger.

e When the Defrost function is on, the @ (Defrost) indicator
appears on the indoor unit display, steam is produced on the
outdoor unit, the air conditioner moves the airflow blades to the
lowest position to prevent cold air from coming out from the
indoor unit.

e You cannot select other functions with the remote control until
the Defrost function is finished.
